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Malden set to receive road and bridge money
State releases $567,389 in Chapter 90 funding

BOSTON – State Senator Richard R. Tisei and state Representative Christopher G. Fallon are pleased to announce the release of $567,389 in state aid to assist the City of Malden with vital road and bridge repairs.


The funding is part of a $120 million statewide transportation appropriation made available to all 351 of the Commonwealth’s cities and towns under the Chapter 90 program.  For the second year in a row, these funds are being distributed early so that municipalities can take full advantage of the spring construction season.

“The release of this money could not have come at a better time for cities and towns,” said Senator Tisei, the Senate’s Assistant Minority Leader.  “This funding will allow Malden to move forward with many important infrastructure and public works projects that will benefit all residents.”

“I am very pleased that Malden will be receiving Chapter 90 funds at this time,” stated Representative Fallon.  “These funds will give Malden the necessary tools it needs to make public works improvements throughout the city in an effort to increase roadway safety for the general public.”
Under the Chapter 90 program, cities and towns are reimbursed on an annual basis for approved transportation projects as construction moves forward.  The amount received is based on a formula that factors in the number of miles of local roadways in the community, as well as the local population count and employment rate.
