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Malden Receives $122,313 for Community Policing


State Representative Christopher G. Fallon (D-Malden) and Senator Richard R. Tisei (R-Wakefield) announced this week that the Executive Office of Public Safety (EOPS) has officially notified the Malden Police Department’s Chief of Police, Chief Kenneth A Coye, that the State-funded Community Policing Grant Program funds are now available to all communities.  The City of Malden will receive Community Policing funds in the amount of $122,313 for fiscal year 2007 (July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007), which will enable the Malden Police Department to further develop comprehensive Community Policing strategies to address crime and fear of crime, and to increase the overall quality of life for Malden residents.  

Representative Fallon stated:  “This grant is further recognition by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts of the Malden Police Department’s continuing efforts to keep Malden residents safe.”

“State funding for these programs is one of the best weapons we have to fight violent crime,” said Senator Tisei.  “This is the kind of policing that has really made a difference in Malden and throughout the state.”
