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Malden Gains Control of DCR Grant for Clean Up 

Representative Christopher G. Fallon (D-Malden) announced this week that due to legislative pressure, the Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR) has legally authorized the City of Malden to proceed with the clean up of the Oak Grove Culvert.  As with the Fellsmere Pond state funding that has continued to be used for the clean up and maintenance of the Pond Area, the DCR has agreed to release similar grant money that was approved in the Fiscal Year 2007 Budget in the amount of $65,000.00, which will be used to fund the clean up of the Oak Grove Culvert in the City of Malden.  The clean up effort will specifically include clearing any debris, cutting down the brush, and rendering the Oak Grove Culvert area more secure.
Representative Fallon stated: “After numerous meetings with the DCR over the past few months, the City of Malden has finally obtained the state grant money originally furnished to the DCR for cleaning up the Oak Grove Culvert.  Now that Malden has legal authority over the $65,000 funds, we can finally move forward in the much awaited clean up of this area as part of the overall effort of Malden’s officials to keep Malden safe and beautiful.”

“I would just like to thank Representative Fallon for his persistence in obtaining the clean up funds for the Oak Grove Culvert from the DCR,” said City Councilor Jeffrey Donahue of Ward 4. “I look forward to coordinating efforts with Representative Fallon and Mayor Howard to help my neighbors in the Oak Grove Culvert area.”
Mayor Richard C. Howard hailed this announcement as “great news for the City and the abutting residents who have had to contend with flooding and debris problems relative to the poorly-maintained Oak Grove culvert for many years.”  “This funding secured by Representative Fallon will be of great assistance as the city now takes on the task of dealing with correcting what has been a longtime eyesore,” the Mayor added.
