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RENOVATIONS TO START AT FELLSMERE POND

Over the past ten years, the Fellsmere Pond in Malden has become the focus of substantial state funding primarily for aesthetic purposes.  Due to a self-imposed moratorium by the City of Malden on recreational activities at the Pond over the last year, a moratorium primarily predicated on health concerns for Malden residents due to the abundance of litter, broken glass, and goose feces, the State has committed $50,000.00 for a “spring” cleanup for the Pond area.  Hopefully, through this cleanup effort, what used to be a pleasant fishing pond with beautiful surrounding areas for recreational walking, biking, or jogging, will cease to be a dumping ground for both people and animals.
State Representative Christopher G. Fallon (D-Malden), along with State Senator Richard Tisei (R-Malden), announced this past week that $50,000.00 will be allocated by the first supplemental budget for overdue, essential repairs and maintenance for Fellsmere Pond.  Representative Fallon expects that the new funds will enable repairs to the fountain, which had been previously shut off for fear that it could potentially spread an unhealthy spray that may come out of the water, ensure cleaner drains, increase plant life in and around the Fellsmere Pond, and create sufficient revenue that will facilitate the general upkeep of the area for the upcoming season.

Representative Fallon stated: “I’m glad that the City of Malden will finally have this funding to clean up Fellsmere Pond because, after all, it is an important part to this community.  I remember a time when we could bring our families there and not have to worry about health concerns, but unfortunately, this has not been the case for about a year.”  The Representative continued: “I know that this new funding will restore the pond and again make it a beautiful, clean place for our community.”

Senator Richard Tisei was quoted as saying: “I am pleased the City will be receiving these state funds to help preserve the pond as an important recreational resource for Malden’s citizens.”  The Senator went on to say:  “This earmark was an important first step in cleaning up this valuable community asset and I am confident that Malden’s legislative delegation will continue to be successful in securing additional funding for improvements to this area.”
Mayor Richard Howard stated: “This financial assistance secured by Representative Fallon and Senator Tisei will greatly enhance our efforts in restoring this pond to the passive recreational jewel that it once was.  We are indeed grateful for the ongoing support from our local legislators.” 

Newly elected Ward 3 City Councilor Paul DiPietro went on the record stating: “I am delighted that the cleanup of the Fellsmere Pond will finally be getting underway.  The area can be restored to be the jewel of the City, and be enjoyed not only by the Ward 3 residents, but by all the residents of Malden.  Our thanks go out to Representative Christopher Fallon and Senator Richard Tisei for securing the funding.  I look forward to working with them as the project proceeds.”
