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RENOVATIONS TO BEGIN AT FELLSMERE POND 

AND MT. AVE COMMUNITY POOL


State Representatives Christopher G. Fallon (D-Malden) and Paul Donato (D-Malden/Medford) announced this week that state-funded renovations and repairs will begin shortly in Malden at both the Fellsmere Pond and the state-operated community pool (formerly the MDC Pool) located on Mountain Avenue.  During a meeting held this week, Representative Fallon, Representative Donato, Jack Russell, City of Malden Engineer, Malden City Councilors Paul DiPietro and Jeffrey Donahue, Richard Tilley, Assistant Director of Public Health, and the Department of Conservation and Recreation’s (DCR) Chief and Deputy Chief, Gary Briene and Michael D. Misslin, discussed the specific renovations that will transpire in each of the locations.   
The Fellsmere Pond is expected to undergo a significant clean-up effort and cosmetic renovations that will include fountain and kiosk repairs, masonry work in various areas, drain cleaning, geese population control, and the planting of new vegetation in the general pond area.  The community pool, like Fellsmere, will require cleaning in an effort to keep it sanitary and safe for the citizens of Malden.

Representative Fallon stated: “Thankfully, the clean-up efforts for both Fellsmere Pond and the community pool are soon to be underway.  At Fellsmere, the water runoff and geese population issues, both major health concerns for Malden residents, will finally be addressed.  Moreover, the pond will undergo several aesthetic repairs such as fountain and kiosk repairs and additional planting.  I am also very excited that the community pool finally will have the proper funding to undergo a thorough cleansing process.  These two projects will make Malden’s recreational areas safe and enjoyable for Malden families once again.”
Representative Donato remarked: “I’m glad that the Department of Conservation and Recreation is being responsive to Representative Fallon’s and my requests with regard to long overdo clean-up efforts and renovations at the Fellsmere Pond and community pool.  Hopefully, these efforts will rectify the current sanitation issues at these two locations, so that Malden residents can enjoy them thoroughly and safely.”
