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Early Results Are In: Malden to Receive More Local Aid

Despite revenue shortfalls that will inevitably result in many municipalities across the Commonwealth receiving less local aid for fiscal 2008, the City of Malden recently received notice from Beacon Hill that it expects an increase in local aid.  The initial budget proposal from both the State Senate and House of Representatives indicates that Malden will receive in excess of 3 million dollars in local aid over last year’s state funding.


“This is great news for Malden, and a step in the right direction to honoring our commitment to fully fund Chapter 70 for our cities and towns,” said Senate Minority Leader Richard R. Tisei. “Hopefully, we can identify and secure additional funding assistance for Malden during the upcoming budget process.”

Representative Christopher G. Fallon (D-Malden) stated: “As the House and Senate proceed with their legislative responsibilities to develop a more fiscally sound budget, I remain optimistic that the Malden legislative delegation will be able to increase that amount even further.”

“Local aid is vital to our community,” said Representative Paul J. Donato (D-Malden/Medford).  “I will work with our state delegation to secure the necessary funds for the City of Malden to provide its citizens with the services they deserve and have come to expect.”

Representative Stephen Smith (D-Malden/Everett) commented, “Malden is certainly represented well at the state level, and I am confident the City will be happy with its municipal package.”

The budget deliberations in both the House of Representatives and Senate will not be finalized until the end of May, 2007.  After the budget deliberation is accomplished between the House and Senate, the Governor reserves the right to veto the joint proposed budget.  Where this is Governor Deval Patrick’s first budget, his office may need additional time to review the proposed budget.  Constitutionally the State’s budget is to be finalized no later than June 30, 2007.
