MBTA Increases Service to Sylvan and Forest Streets
Representative Christopher G. Fallon (D-Malden) would like to inform his constituents that the Massachusetts Bay Transportation Authority (MBTA) has made two significant changes to the Route 106 bus schedule, which will increase service for Sylvan and Forest Streets.  Beginning on Monday, March 27, 2006, trips operating between Franklin Square, Melrose and the Wellington Station that currently serve the Lebanon Street Loop area will no longer do so.  These trips will operate only on Sylvan and Forest Streets in both directions.  This means that inbound trips from Franklin Square to Wellington Station that service the Lebanon Loop between 8:45 A.M. and 11:45 A.M. will no longer backtrack to the Loop, and outbound trips from Wellington Station to Franklin Square that serve the Lebanon Loop between 11:45 A.M. and 2:20 P.M. will no longer backtrack to the Loop.  The second change to Route 106 discontinues use of the outbound bus stop on Lebanon Street west of the Lebanon Loop.  Prospective passengers should now use the bus stop inside the Loop.  This change will affect only the following five outbound trips:
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
