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Malden to Benefit More Aid from State’s 
Supplementary Budget Appropriations

Senator Richard R. Tisei, Representative Paul Donato (D-Malden/Medford), and Representative Christopher G. Fallon (D-Malden) announced this past week that Malden will be the recipient of a significant amount of additional state funding for various City programs and initiatives by way of supplemental budget legislation appropriations for fiscal year 2006.  Malden has already been designated for substantive increases in state aid in fiscal year 2007.  Furthermore, this additional funding is a result of increases in state revenues received by the Commonwealth during Fiscal Year 2006: additional aid in excess of what the City received in the Fiscal Year 2006 Budget.  Among several of the City initiatives to receive aid are the Fellsmere Pond and the Fells Reservation areas.  Malden will receive $125,000 in funds for further maintenance and cleanup of the Fellsmere Pond and its surrounding areas, and $100,000 will be expended for improvements in maintenance costs for the Fells area.  This general funding for the Fellsmere Pond in particular follows an allocation by the State in the amount of $50,000 in the Capital Fiscal Budget for 2006, which is money that is currently being spent on renovations at the Pond.  

In further efforts to maintain Malden’s health and beauty, $65,000 has been allocated to Malden in the supplementary budget for the cleanup of the Oak Grove culvert.  This money was promised by the State to the City approximately ten months ago, and is finally now being appropriated after diligent and sometimes aggressive lobbying by the entire Malden legislative delegation.  Malden will also receive a reimbursement in the amount of $460,802 from the State for cleanup efforts at the YMCA site due to soil contamination.   
In addition to receiving funding for these various programs, Malden will also receive budgetary monies for educational purposes in order to better the lives of homeless children in Malden.  More specifically, Housing Families, Inc. of Malden will receive not less than $100,000 to provide educational support programming for homeless children through the Children and Family Program.
Senator Tisei stated:  “Through the passage of these bills, Malden made out well in terms of funding for local projects.  I was pleased to see several of the amendments put forth by Malden’s legislative delegation adopted in the final version of each bill.  This will enable these funds to be available to the City in a timely manner to begin work.” 

Representative Donato said: “The delegation worked diligently to ensure that Malden received these funds.  I am grateful to our colleagues in the legislature who supported us for these worthwhile projects.”
Representative Fallon stated: “The recent windfall from the State is just another indication as to how well the Malden legislative delegation works together.  The Oak Grove funds are long overdue while the other funding will just continue the success of ongoing projects in our great City.”

This last installment of State aid during Fiscal Year 2006 totals $850,802.  The entire legislative delegation was quoted as stating Fiscal Year 2007 will be even better.
