State Legislature reaches out to U.S. Congress to help Malden
All hands on deck may bring federal money to Malden projects
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BOSTON – Beacon Hill legislators representing Malden urged the City’s Capitol Hill delegation to support projects for which Malden has applied for funding from President-elect Barack Obama’s economic stimulus package. 
 
State Senate Minority Leader Richard Tisei, joined by Representatives Paul Donato, Christopher Fallon and Stephen “Stat” Smith, asked U.S. Senators Ted Kennedy and John Kerry and U.S. Representative Ed Markey to make the voice of Malden heard as the incoming Obama Administration works in coordination with various state leaders (Lt. Governor Timothy Murray in Massachusetts) to decide who gets what and when.
“With the funds on the table but the exact process still unknown, we wanted to let our fellow legislators in D.C. know that we in the Mass State House consider these local projects a priority,” Senator Tisei said.  
The projects proposed by Malden match the Obama Administration’s priorities for projects that address serious concerns in the community, would lead to a revitalization of the area, would involve the creation of jobs in the construction phase, and would be ready to go – or “shovel-ready” to use the Obama terminology – within six months.

As detailed in its submissions to Lt. Governor Murray, the City of Malden has proposed a number of infrastructure projects, including $15,000,000 for Government Center relocation and $6,300,000 for South Broadway Park renovation.
The letter of support for all of Malden’s projects was mailed on Jan. 16, the last day for communities to submit their applications for funding. 
“We must now watch how this process proceeds, but we have taken a first, big step toward getting much needed attention for the infrastructure needs of Malden,” Tisei said.
